Program Overview

Objectives

The School of Art and Culture at Instituto Cultural Domínico Americano 
offers a creative environment that supports artistic exploration and 
cultural enrichment for children, teens, and adults. This proposal presents 
a Creative Theatre & Storytelling Summer Camp specifically designed for 
children ages 9 to 12, combining artistic expression, storytelling, play, and 
collaborative learning.

The program is conceived as a well-rounded creative experience that 
strengthens imagination, communication, confidence, collaboration, and 
personal expression through theatre. Its structure prioritizes play, guided 
exploration, and collective creation, while avoiding the pressure of a formal 
stage production. Instead, the program concludes with an informal sharing 
experience where participants may present part of what they explored and 
created throughout the camp.

The program may also include moments of bilingual interaction and creative 
language exploration, aligned with the multicultural and educational spirit 
of the institution.

• Foster creativity, imagination, and confidence through the artistic process

• Develop verbal and physical communication skills through theatre-based activities

• Strengthen confidence, active participation, and stage presence

• Encourage teamwork, listening, and collaboration among peers

• Stimulate emotional expression and story creation through dramatic play



Methodology

Each session will include:

Weekly Structure:

The program methodology combines warm-up dynamics, theatre games, 
improvisation, storytelling, voice and movement exercises, collaborative 
activities, and brief moments of reflection. Each session is designed to 
balance energy, focus, creative exploration, and emotional safety, allowing 
participants to learn through experience, play, and enjoyment.

• Welcome and group activation

• Focus and trust-building exercises

• A main theatre exploration block

• Guided creative activities in pairs or groups

• Reflective closing activities and gradual preparation for the final sharing 

experience

• Group-building activities, agreements, listening, and cooperation

•  Games for presence, attention, body expression, and trust

•  Introduction to storytelling and theatrical imagination

Week 1 — Integration and Trust

• Exploration of voice, movement, rhythm, and expression

• Improvisation exercises and character-building

• Activities that strengthen communication and emotional expression

Week 2 — Voice, Body, and Creativity



• Development of short scenes, situations, and collaborative stories

• Dramatic games that strengthen teamwork and creative decision-making

• Integration of tools explored throughout previous weeks

• Reinforcement of the skills developed throughout the program

• Organization of an informal closing experience through games, mini improvisations, or guided demonstrations

• Celebration of the creative process in a relaxed and meaningful environment

Week 3 — Collective Creation

Week 4 — Consolidation and Closing Experience

Expected Outcomes

• Express themselves with greater confidence and spontaneity
• Demonstrate growth in listening, collaboration, and group participation

• Use basic tools of improvisation, voice, movement, and storytelling

• Strengthen their creativity, confidence, and willingness to explore artistically
• Experience theatre as a space for play, learning, communication, and connection
